In Januarythe policyintroducedtwo classesof stores,
duty free zonesand identified the list of goodsto be imported duty
free. TheCommitteeis madeup of both public and private sector
and will addressconcerns,make recommendationsand act as a
monitoringagencyfor the policy.

�{In supportanddevelopmentof the tourismsector,the Government
has approved concessionsfor small local hotels and enterprises
underits HotelAidsAct.

�{Newscomingout of the ChinaCaribbeanBusinessConferenceis
that the Caribbeanregion will benefit from millions of dollars in
assistanceover the next three years.
